In order to select participants who will be featured in
Pariksha Pe Charcha programme, an online creative writing competition is being
conducted at https://www.mygov.infon various topics (Annexure-l) during 28th
December to 20thJanuary 2022 for children studying in classes of 9to 12, teachers
and parents.

a. Appoint a Nodal Officer, not below the rank of Director, to liaise with my office
for the purpose of this event.

b. Issue instructions to display creatives (soft copies of the creatives will be
shared shortly) on:
« official websites of your state and its associated offices/departments,
« prominent locations in all subordinate offices at various levels,
+ prominent places in all the Schools and other institutions functioning under the
aegis of your department and secondary boards in the State/UT,
*+ Moreover, you may adopt other innovative measures to propagate and
promote this significant initiative of Hon’ble Prime Minister towards reducing
exam stress.

c. Ensure all creatives and directions are sent through email and social media
to all your schools and educational administrators through your office, and
through schools to all parents/students.
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d. Ensure maximum registration by students of all schools - grant-in-aid schools,
aided schools, state secondary board affiliated schools, and students of schools
located in your state that are affiliated to other boards (CBSE, ICSE, Cambridge,
ICSE, etc.) -in the online creative writing competition being conducted
at https://www.mygov.in/from 28th December 2021 to 20thJanuary 2022 to avail of
the chance of being selected for this event.

e. In this context, please prepare your own media planfor wide spread
dissemination and participation and share with us.

f. Request your schools to use their own social media handles and #PPC2022 to
disseminate the event, along with their own preparations for the event. Schools
could make their own posters/creatives/videos, etc. and post accordingly. The
selected creatives/videos from among these shall also be exhibited on the MyGov
platform.

g. Please also hold meetings with the representatives of all secondary
examination Boards that have schools in your State/lUT to maximize their
participation.

h. Students will be selected in States/UTs for receiving special PPC Kits. You
are requested to issue instructions to SCERT or equivalent organization in the
States/UTs, to carry out the selection process subject to allocated quota (Annexure-
Il) in coordination with NCERT.
